The contract states that Hafilat will build Yolgren's 'Sew Generation City Bus' on a Euro Y Mercedes Benz chassis
ariginating from Spain, all ofwhich will feature multiplexed electrics, sophisticated video surveillance, electronic

signage, and a full aluminium body,
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Hafilat's General Manager, Bob McCulloch stated: "We will manufacture state-of-the-art public transport buses designed
far the rudged environment of the City of Melhourne, Australia. They will be top-gquality high-tech buses with kneeling
function for disabled access and will meet the latest environmental standards such as Europes Edro Y emission

standard"

LIAE is the first country in the GCC to be building European-guality buses. Hafilat uses Swiss technology which is
further enhanced by its Australian partner Volgren. The buses are not anly lighter- which is good for the environment but
are stronger and safer far the passengers and the driver. Additionally, they do not rast, which makes them cheaper to
operate and maintain.
